accounts from the IRA atrocity at the la Mon Restaurant when the terrorists used a napalm-like device
to incinerate 12 innocent civilians; it includes the murder of Lord Mountbatten, hero of Burma, and some
of his family and staff on his yacht in Co Sligo. It also covers the worst tragedy for the Army in Ulster,
the murder of 18 soldiers at Warrenpoint. Every single troubles-related death and every major incident
is covered and includes those soldiers who died in 'non-battle' incidents, the ones who are not included
in the 'official' figures. The book pulls no punches and the author is outspoken in his criticism of the
Irish-American community and their incredibly nasve support of the Republican terrorists who almost
destroyed an entire country. The author condemns in equal measure the paramilitaries of both sides
and considers the evil activities of Lenny Murphy and the 'Shankill Butchers' as bad as anything which
the Provisional IRA or INLA did.

The level of
detail and research the author goes into is phenomenal and demonstrates his commitment to continue
telling the story of one of Britain's forgotten wars.

Wasted Years, Wasted Lives Volume 1

Over the past several years, Ken Wharton, himself a former soldier, has been prolific in his coverage of
the Troubles, which spread their tentacles far from the streets, and fields of Northern Ireland. Over 4,000
people died in or as a consequence of them and it cost the lives of over 1,300 British soldiers - a fact
which is unacknowledged by the MOD - and the lives of over 300 policemen and women. This is Ken's
sixth book about the period and he draws on meticulous and detailed research, first-hand testimony of
the soldiers who trod the same streets as himself, and an almost encyclopedic knowledge of the near
30-year period of murder, violence and civil war.

Death in the Fields

‘In Belfast the Provos were trying to make the 6 o’clock news, in East Tyrone they were trying to Kill
you.’ With the advent of the Troubles in Northern Ireland, the Provisional IRA (PIRA) became active in
the towns and villages of East Tyrone, the volunteers forming the so-called East Tyrone Brigade and
carrying out attacks on members of the security forces. Drawing volunteers from the region’s tight-knit
Catholic communities, many with republican sympathies dating back generations, the Brigade became
renowned for the deadly nature of its attacks and its operational and technological innovations. By the
mid-1980s, with a hard core of experienced volunteers and a mass of weaponry from Colonel Gaddafi’'s
Libyan government, the East Tyrone Brigade were successfully prosecuting a ‘no-go zone’ strategy
designed to change the face of the war in Northern Ireland. Then, one spring night in May 1987, the
Brigade launched an attack on the Royal RUC's isolated base in the Armagh village of Loughgall. The
British were waiting. All eight members of the East Tyrone Brigade team were killed. From then onwards
the Brigade was fighting for its life, and by the time of the IRA Ceasefire in 1997, PIRA's feared East
Tyrone Brigade was a shadow of its former self. This is the story of the war in the fields, towns and
villages of East Tyrone, as told by the people who fought it.

The curfew was intended to dispel the violence, it lasted 36 hours during which 4
people were killed, at least 75 were wounded (including 15 soldiers) and 337 people were arrested.
Allegations of army brutality towards Catholics and destruction of property have also popularised this
belief. However, the seeds of Catholic mistrust were sown decades before. The partition of Ireland in
1922, the subsequent Unionist domination of government and the ignorance of the British government
towards the province, ensured that it was only a matter of time that the initial welcome for the army

in 1969 faded. This is the story of the Falls Curfew, its causes, and the subsequent polarisation of a
community under siege. It is a story many wish could be forgotten, but its legacy still lives on.

Combating Terrorism in Northern Ireland

This edited book analyses the lessons which can be drawn from Northern Ireland’s experiences of
combating terrorism. The essays in this volume unite analysis and practice in exploring both the
conflict in Northern Ireland and the internationally applicable counter-terrorism lessons which can

be drawn from the response to it. The contributors, all specialists in their fields, make a theoretical
analysis of the underlying causes of terrorism, and explore how this interacts with the development of
effective operations and policy responses. The book emphasises the socio-economic and socio-cultural
dimensions underlying the problem of terrorism, arguing that short-term, violent/military responses can
in fact exacerbate the problem. It highlights the complexity of terrorism as a social phenomenon, and
outlines the multi-faceted approach needed to combat it.

Terrorism in Ireland (RLE: Terrorism & Insurgency)

media and individuals. The book reveals the complexity of the terrorist problem and dispels some of
the myths that have grown up around Irish terrorism.

The Enemy Within



Martin Dillon, a Belfast journalist regarded as an authority on Irish terrorism, presents material on the
IRA's "England department”. He also provides evidence of political and military mistakes which, he
argues, have made British cities the most vulnerable in Europe to terrorist attack.

Policing and Combating Terrorism in Northern Ireland

This book explores the challenges of combating terrorism from a policing perspective using the example
of the Royal Ulster Constabulary GC (RUC) in Northern Ireland. The RUC was in the frontline of
counter-terrorism work for thirty years of conflict during which time it also provided a normal policing
service to the public. However, combating a protracted and vicious terrorist campaign exacted a heaving
price on the force. Importantly, the book addresses a seriously under-researched theme in terrorism
studies, namely, the impact of terrorism on members of the security forces. Accordingly, the book
examines how officers have been affected by the conflict as terrorists adopted a strategy which targeted
them both on and off duty. This resulted in a high percentage of officers being killed whilst off duty

- sometimes in the company of their wives and children. The experience of officers' wives is also
documented thus highlighting the familial impact of terrorism. Generally speaking, the victims of terrorist
attacks have received scant scholarly attention which has resulted in victims' experiences being little
understood. This piece of work casts a specific and unique light on the nature of victimhood as it has
been experienced by members of this branch of the security forces in Northern Ireland.

League of Terror

Madman, tyrant, animal—nhistory has given Adolf Hitler many names. In Mein Kampf (My Struggle),
often called the Nazi bible, Hitler describes his life, frustrations, ideals, and dreams.

In Mein Kampf, Hitler describes his strategy for rebuilding
Germany and conquering Europe. It is a glimpse into the mind of a man who destabilized world peace
and pursued the genocide now known as the Holocaust.

The Billy Boy

As in the cascading of water, violence and nonviolence can cascade down from commanding heights of
power (as in waterfalls), up from powerless peripheries, and can undulate to spread horizontally (flowing
from one space to another). As with containing water, conflict cannot be contained without asking crucial
guestions about which variables might cause it to cascade from the top-down, bottom up and from the
middle-out. The book shows how violence cascades from state to state. Empirical research has shown
that nations with a neighbor at war are more likely to have a civil war themselves (Sambanis 2001).
More importantly in the analysis of this book, war cascades from hot spot to hot spot within and between
states (Autesserre 2010, 2014). The key to understanding cascades of hot spots is in the interaction
between local and macro cleavages and alliances (Kalyvas 2006). The analysis exposes the folly of
asking single-level policy questions like do the benefits and costs of a regime change in Iraq justify an
invasion? We must also ask what other violence might cascade from an invasion of Iraq? The cascades
concept is widespread in the physical and biological sciences with cascades in geology, particle
physics and the globalization of contagion. The past two decades has seen prominent and powerful
applications of the cascades idea to the social sciences (Sunstein 1997; Gladwell 2000; Sikkink 2011).
In his discussion of ethnic violence, James Rosenau (1990) stressed that the image of turbulence
developed by mathematicians and physicists could provide an important basis for understanding the
idea of bifurcation and related ideas of complexity, chaos, and turbulence in complex systems. He
classified the bifurcated systems in contemporary world politics as the multicentric system and the
statecentric system. Each of these affects the others in multiple ways, at multiple levels, and in ways
that make events enormously hard to predict (Rosenau 1990, 2006). He replaced the idea of events with
cascades to describe the event structures that 'gather momentum, stall, reverse course, and resume
anew as their repercussions spread among whole systems and subsystems' (1990: 299). Through

a detailed analysis of case studies in South Asia, that built on John Braithwaite's twenty-five year
project Peacebuilding Compared, and coding of conflicts in different parts of the globe, we expand
Rosenau's concept of global turbulence and images of cascades. In the cascades of violence in South



Asia, we demonstrate how micro-events such as localized riots, land-grabbing, pervasive militarization
and attempts to assassinate political leaders are linked to large scale macro-events of global politics.
We argue in order to prevent future conflicts there is a need to understand the relationships between
history, structures and agency; interest, values and politics; global and local factors and alliances.
